Each Competitor must have an own back-up drive (USB Stick) for each program in the format of
MP3 file. CDs will not be accepted. During the 1st Official Practice, the music will be played as
indicated in the Practice Schedule and competitors will be allowed to verify the correctness of
the submitted music. If there is an issue with the music, the Team Leader/Coach may be allowed
to change the music by presenting an acceptable reproduction to the Organizing Committee’s

Music Team (USB Stick with file format MP3 _file).

The titles, composers, and orchestras of the music to be used for the Short Program and Free

Skating must be listed for each Competitor on the dedicated ISU platform.
