During the 1st Official Practice, the music will be played as
indicated in the Practice Schedule and competitors will be allowed to verify the correctness of
the submitted music. If there is an issue with the music, the Team Leader/Coach may be allowed
to change the music by presenting an acceptable reproduction to the Organizing Committee’s

Music Team (USB Stick with file format MP3_file).
